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2. Look at the photo. Work with a partner and choose at least ten words from the word
cloud which you think will be in the recording. Now write at least four sentences which
you think you might hear in the recording, using the words you chose.

3. Listen to the recording and check your ideas.

4. Work with a partner. Write down two more pieces of information you heard in the
recording, using words from the word cloud to help you. Listen and check.
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5. With a partner, put the information on the board in order. Now rewrite it as a text.

6. Choose a photo from the ones your teacher suggests. Imagine you are the
photographer. Write a short monologue explaining:
* Where / when the photo was taken.

* What the holiday was like, in general.
* Why they took the photograph and what it was that caught their eye.
* If they like or dislike what is in the photograph and why.
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
